TOPIC: Update Budget/Developer Fees Report 
 
 
 
DESCRIPTION:  Srini will be discussing with the Board the most recent School Services 
Conference and unfortunately the news is not real cheery on the financial side and we are 
going to experience a couple rough years financially throughout California and the nation as 
we look at the economic picture. 
 
Developer Fees mirror that because as you can see in the document for the same time last year 
now we’re twenty-eight thousand dollars off of collections in the Coarsegold area.  Thirteen 
thousand off collections in the Bass Lake area and the only area that is showing growth is 
Raymond.  For YHS normally we’ve had about $72,000 at this time we’re at $50,000 
approximately so again considerably off the mark and it is our hope that we’ll have 
approximately $200,000 by the end of the year for Developer Fee Collection.  This should be 
again a very interesting report as we look at the economic picture and help our District and 
State.
